The preceding scores are the percentile scores earned by the students in the graduating class of 2008 (ACT taken in spring of 2007).  Theoretically, 25% of all students who took the ACT in any particular subject area earned a percentile rank between 0 and 25, 25% earned a percentile rank between 25 and 50, 25% between 50 and 75, and 25% between 75 and 99. The yellow lines crossing the box-and-whisker plots show where these boundaries for the four quartiles are located.
Olympia High School students scored on par with the national average in the top two quartiles and slightly better in the bottom two quartiles in mathematics. Students’ scores were about on par with national averages in all four quartiles in science.  In English, students’ scores reflected the national scores in the bottom two quartiles, but fell below in the top two quartiles.  Writing scores trailed the national scores in all four quartiles.
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
